A Horoscope or an Astrological Chart is a map of the heavens at the exact moment someone is born as viewed from Earth at the exact location of their birth.  Therefore, everything that a person shall experience throughout life is represented graphically utilizing an Astrological Chart.  
  
In Western Natal Astrology, circularly divided per degrees, minutes, and seconds, an individual's Astrological Chart contains twelve sections known as Astrological Houses.  These houses reveal the many qualities a person possesses and that they are free to use and develop throughout their lifetime.  Hence, each Astrological House represents a different area of life.    
  
Additionally, a person's Astrological Chart contains each of the twelve Signs of the Zodiac: Aries, Taurus, Gemini, Cancer, Leo, Virgo, Libra, Scorpio, Sagittarius, Capricorn, Aquarius, and Pisces.  There are also ten Planets (Astrology includes the Sun and Moon as Planets even though they are luminaries) and other Chart Points and Angles (such as the Ascendant) that each represent a specific quality or force within someone.  Thus, the specific Signs that these Planets and Points fall in will color and influence the way a person expresses their Energies.  
  
Moreover, the Planet's Points / Angles in an Astrological Chart form easy or challenging relationships with many of the other Planets / Points / Angles of a particular Chart.  These interrelationships are called Aspects, and are formed according to the Sign and the Zodiacal Degrees of the Points.  Therefore, the Aspects found within one's chart will reveal powerful influences to one's personality and to the ways in which they may approach specific areas of their lives. 
 
Hence, the infinite number of combinations of Planets and Signs, in Houses and in Aspect to other Planets, helps to explain why people - even those with the same Sun Sign - can be so different.  It is in this area that Astrology offers its greatest gifts; it is a means of illuminating the infinitely diverse qualities not only within one person but within us all.
